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1. Headings
All major headings should be numbered, capitalized, and in 11 pt. bold. The first paragraph of each section and subsequent paragraph should also be indented  (0.5 inches).Two line spaces (10 pt.) should follow each section.
2. Figures and Tables
All tables and figures should be numbered consecutively and captioned. All tables should be centered above the table as shown in Table 1. All figures should be centered under the figure as shown in Figure 1. For example:
